Who We Are: Junior Chamber International (JCI) is an international organization of young leaders and entrepreneurs.  JCI has chapters active in communities across Canada and around the world and is made up of young, dynamic individuals wishing to create positive change in themselves, their communities and the globe.


History of JCI Canada: The Junior Chamber movement came to Canada from the United States in 1923 with the formation of its first chapter, the Young Men’s Section of the Winnipeg Board of Trade. JCI in Canada involves organizing young people to meet their needs in terms of learning and development, and in turn meeting both the current and future needs of their community. In 1935 representatives from chapters across Canada met in Toronto on February 2 and wrote a constitution that officially founded the Canadian Junior Chamber of Commerce (now known as JCI Canada). In the 1960’s, JCI Canada enjoyed the most active and visible period of its history with over 20,000 members nationwide. 


History of the Kelowna & District Jaycees: The Junior Chamber movement came to Kelowna as the Junior Board of Trade in 1936 by Dick Parkinson.  For 76 years the Kelowna Jaycees have been the premier young men’s development group, working on the Kelowna Regatta, Gentleman’s Dinner and in the past, a non-voting position on Kelowna City Council.





What We Do: Active involvement in a local chapter becomes the primary vehicle for an individual member to explore the opportunities offered by Kelowna Jaycees and JCI.  JCI prides itself on offering the following four areas of opportunity: 


• Individual Development 


• Business Development 


• Community Development 


• International Development


The mix of programs and projects used to deliver these opportunities to the members varies between local chapters based on the members’ preferences and desires.  From holding business and personal development training programs, to attending international conferences, participating in networking events to fundraising for various charities, our members are very active in the local community.
